WESTERN WAYNE SELECTED FOR TECHNOLOGY GRANT

On February 12, 2010 Western Wayne received notification that it had been awarded just over $80,000.00
from the federal government as part of the Enhancing Education through Technology (EETT) grant program.
This is the second year in a row that Western Wayne has received funding for technology through this highly
competitive process.

In the 2008-2009 school year Western Wayne received just over $50,000.00 for equipment to supplement its
new middle school science program. This grant allowed the installation of a wireless network in the middle
school in addition to supplying science teachers with access to laptop computers and storage carts. The other
aspect of | ast yeardéds grant included data col |
to collect and analyze all sorts of data from heart rate to centrifugal force and everything in between!

The 2009-2010 award focuses on the social studies and language arts departments and includes provisions for
more wireless laptops and storage carts. The grant proposal also calls for a classroom set of electronic book
readers and document cameras. The electronic book readers allow students to access hundreds of books from a
handheld device. The device allows them to read and annotate and it even has a text-to-speech feature. One of
the most common electronic book readers available today is the Amazon Kindle. The document camera allows
the instant display of text and student work in the classroom. It also has the ability to take pictures of text and
student work and allows these pictures to be saved for a later date.

The EETT program has helped the Western Wayne School District provide some of the most current

education technology to its students ultimately helping them to become better learners!
